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Time keeper Guidelines

Speakers should speak for the allotted time.

Category 1 - 12 years -15 years. Three minute talk. 
Category 2 - 16 years - 19 years. Four minute talk.
 
Practicing their speech to get their timing right is part of their preparation for the competition.

One of the judging criteria includes this aspect.

Every competition should appoint a time keeper. 
This person has a very important role both for the speakers and the judges.

The speakers time commences once they start their speech.
The time keeper should record the time taken for the speech. This will ensure the judges have those under time and those over.
They should sound a small bell 30 seconds before their allocated time is reached.
Another bell when they have reached their allotted time.
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
